The technology
finds its expression in myQOlos, an integrated system of entertainment, information
and home automation. Developed through a partnership between the shipyard,
Videoworks and Intel it guarantees CRN clients on-board functionality and cutting-
edge user-friendly technology. Using a simple iPod, this system makes it possible to
manage and control all entertainment functions (including audio and video on
demand), as well as air-conditioning, on-board video surveillance, and the control of
lights and curtains.
